Urgent assistance to aid people: 

•   In non-emergency distress; intoxicated or 
    otherwise impaired; confused, disoriented 
    or experiencing a mental health concern

•   Sleeping in unsafe spaces
•   Dressed inappropriately for cold weather
•   Feeling uneasy, but with no obvious threat 
    of violence present

for crisis diversion

•   Non-emergency first aid
•   Report suspicious activity
•   Assessment of a potentially dangerous 
    situation or a situation causing unease

•   Report property damage
•   Secure escort during regular business hours
